	Start the lesson with an advice” You should listen your teachers and you shouldn’t make noise” say it then write it on the board. Ask the students if they know what do the underlined words mean? Give them translation and start giving more information. Should and Shouldn’t –modal verbs mainly used for giving and taking advices. Ask the students “Who are the people that mostly give advices? They will come up with “ teachers” , “doctors”, “parents” the main actors you will need  for a short role play activity.
Divide students into four (or more groups) choose a teacher , a mother, a doctor and a father( two each if necessary) and give instructions about how to make up a short role play  and use should and shouldn’t as advice. Tell to the students to think of a situation according to their role. 
Let the students talk together and decide about problems they are going to discuss and make their role play. Walk around the groups checking if they need any help about the situation or do they need to use any unknown word.

 Make sure they know exactly how to use the advices. Ask them to practice a little their conversation and try to act as well as possible.
(You will be amazed with the situations they will think of in contrary if they don’t have ideas you can give them your written ideas so they can make up a role play).
Give them the materials (Coat to the doctor, apron to a mother , glasses to the father and diary to the teacher” if you could provide them” so they feel more comfortably acting their part.)

 Enjoy the next minutes listening their conversations using the expressions for advice and acting children and mother, sons and father, teacher and students and doctor and his patients in different situations. ( You can price the best group or actor or the best advices given with a good mark or a nice compliment).    
Ask the students if there is anyone that needs more explanation about these modals? Ask some students to say what did they remember from today’s lesson? Ask any of their group advice to be repeated quickly.
 As homework “Your best friend is fat and has got a flu, write him/her a letter and advice him/her what should or shouldn’t do.

	Start the class with the sentence” I am your teacher”. Ask the students what is your?(Since they have previously learned possessive adjectives) They will come up with a correct answer. Then you can ask” What question do we use to get this answer? (Someone may remember “Whose is this…?” If not you can remind them. Write the question on the board: “Whose_________is this?” 

Then you can ask “Can I say – I am her/his teacher?” students answer “Yes you can “ T-“what person am I using now? S-“Third person singular” T-Yes ,right , first I used second person plural and now we are using third person singular” (Write the sentences on the board)

T- But tell me can I say “I am Fjolla’s or Argjend’s teacher-instead of her or his? S-Yes, you can. (Write the sentences using possessive nouns) and ask; 
Can someone tell me what do you notice to the nouns Fjolla’s or Argjend’s?

S- The apostrophe an s? T-yes, exactly. These are two elements added to the nouns in our exaples.  
T-This kind of nouns with an apostrophe and s at the end are called “Possessive nouns in English” (write the title at the board )

Can someone give me any other example (write one example given from students )  Now look what  happens if we use a noun in plural (write) 

“The students’ teacher”  “The students’ books “ –Nouns that end in s usually plural nouns they just take an apostrophe at the end. Can I have one example from you? (encourage them to think of an example and say them.)
(teacher now takes the box and asks the students to put something theirs in it,

It can be a pencil, sharpener, rubber, color…) And gives the instructions

“ First you have put your things in, now you are going to take something from the box and ask “whose is this rubber ?(for eg.) and then the student answers “it is my rubber” the one who took the rubber says “This is her rubber  or this is  Egzona’s  rubber” using possessive adjective and possessive noun too.

 You go around the class asking students to take a thing and repeat the question and answers as you asked until all the students have participated.
(Do not forget to correct them if they don’t pronounce the final” s” which express the possession)
Ask the students if they liked the activity and also tell them to write the question and the answers on their notebooks as they said them or as their friend answered. (Walk around the class checking if they are writing correctly their sentences and help them if they make mistakes).
T-Now can you tell me what did we learn today? (You  do a brief repetition of everything together with your students)
